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Announcement of the Belfry Project

As Father Adam announced before Christmas, we need to replace the floor of the
belfry, the level of the tower where the church bells are located. This floor, which is
made of metal, is leaking and cannot simply be repaired. At an age of more than 100
years, it has reached the end of its useful life. With the help of an architect, a structural
engineer, two roofing companies, and the Verdin Bell Company, we have studied this
problem carefully. Work on the floor will be complicated because the bells, their
supporting mechanism and the wood frame on which they rest — together weighing over
5,000 pounds — need to be moved to provide access to the floor. We have considered a
number of options and have decided that the most responsible and cost effective planisto
replace the floor with a long lasting, multiple ply bitumen membrane system — which
costs considerably less than replacing the floor with metal. The bells will not be lowered
back onto the new floor but will remain elevated permanently, supported by new steel
beams. This plan, which is recommended by the architect, the engineer, the roofers, and
the bell company, will allow access to the floor in the future. We will be able to make
repairs as necessary to ensure its life for many decades. And because part of the bells
mechanism and the wood frame will no longer be needed, the weight inside the tower
will be reduced -- abenefit for the long term soundness of the steeple.

This is an expensive but necessary project which will cost more than $100,000. We
did not have thiswork donein 1999 — 13 years ago — when we restored the tower because
at that time the belfry was still sound. It did not show evidence of deterioration. But
now it is time to replace the floor and, as in the past, we will rely on the generosity of
parishioners and friends to make the work possible. We already have more than $13,000
to put toward the project, so we are off to agood start.

The amount we need to raise may sound intimidating. But a quick review of our
history gives me great confidence. During our Church Restoration Campaign, we raised
$500,000 in just 15 months. The first $100,000 in contributions came in during the very
first month. Since 1998, when we launched that campaign, we have raised and invested
over one million dollars in the care of this church that we treasure . . . this irreplaceable
landmark that means so much in the life of our parish. We know what we are capable of
accomplishing when we work together and each of us gives from the heart, contributing
whatever we can. A floor high up in the tower that few of us have actually seen may not
seem very inspiring. So let me say just alittle bit about the wonderful bells whose future
life and use will be protected because of this project. In Roman Catholic tradition, a
church’s bells are regarded as its voice — or even as the voice of God. Their beautiful,
melodious tones call the faithful to worship, guard against storms, and protect against
evil. They ring out joyfully at celebrations, toll afinal blessing at funerals, and remind all
who hear their song that this church is the House of God. For centuries, church bells
have been blessed or baptized before being installed and have been given names — often,
a name in honor of Our Lady because they ring for the Angelus prayer. As it happens,
our three tower bells are exactly 100 years old this year. They were blessed by Bishop
Thomas Hickey and placed in the tower in November 1912, three years after the church
was built. Inscribed in Polish on the bells are the names of parishioners and parish
societies who donated for their purchase. We know the inscription on one of the bells,
which bears the name Our Lady of Perpetual Help, because Father Andrew went up to
the tower and copied it down in 1993. While the work is being done in the tower, we will
be sure to write down the inscriptions from the other two bells and let you know what
they say. In this centennial year of the bells of St. Stanislaus, | feel certain that your
generosity and your love for our church will make the work needed on the belfry
possible.
